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MINUTES OF THE FIRE PREVENTION COMMISSION MEETING
May 19, 2011
The May 19, 2011 meeting of the Arkansas Fire Prevention Commission was called to order at 10:00 am by Charles Butler, Chairman.

Minutes of the February 2011 meeting were not present to read. 
Richard Drilling presented for approval the financial report.  Noted on this report was:–
1. Last items expend were $250.00 for booth at Fire Chief’s Meeting Hot Springs and TR1’s
2. Funds remaining prior to this meeting $18,107.59.  

3. Richard Drilling presented the web bill of $700.00 plus TR1 from this meeting.
4. Moved by Lindsey Williams and second by Rachel Nix to Approve Sam Miller’s bill, Passed

5. Charles Butler also presented a bill for the Banner of $100.00.  This was approved at the last meeting.
OLD BUSINESS

Chiefs convention-handouts and banner.  

The booth fees were paid by the Dept. of Finance & Admin.  Charles Butler obtained a 10’ x 3’ red and white banner to be used at the convention and then any other events.  Charles Butler also reported  that the Vender pass, does not include meals and banquet.  If those attending want to go to the banquet, it is on their own.  In addition, the booth will be set up Thursday afternoon and taken down Saturday noon.  At this meeting, Charles & Lee were going on behalf of the Fire Prevention Commission to work the booth.  An email went out to all the other members asking if any full members – attending only for the commission to notify Charles as soon as possible.  It was agreed that a large copy of the Commission’s home page and a large poster of where grants were given to be at the convention.  Lee to have done.  Richard will compile a listing of departments who have received grants and get to Lee.

NEW BUSINESS:

New grant reviews
Fairview VFD Recd 10/13/2010 requested $4,382.00 to purchase a Sparky the Fire Dog Costume.  Rachel Nix moved and Lindsey Williams second to fund this grant @$4,000.00 (due to maximum set by AFPC) PASS.  Will ask if Marc could present.
Searcy FD Recd 10/27/2010 requested $5,208.00 for smoke detectors for low income seniors and families.  Keven McDonald moved to grant $4,000.00 – Rachel 2nd – if not within 2 years – PASS.  Lindsay Williams to present.  (Post Note: Richard Drilling looked up when Searcy FD last received a grant and it was over two years.
Rogers FD Recd 11/4/2010 requested $6700.00 for battery backup carbon monoxide detector to members of the community on request, as well as safety information in printed form regarding the safe use and maintenance of products that produce carbon monoxide, and the need for carbon monoxide detectors.  After discussion and the applauding of Rogers FD for looking outside the box, Keven McDonald moved to Deny as this project fell outside scope of Fire Prevention.  Second by Lindsey Williams – Grant request rejected. 
Sheridan FD Recd 12/28/2010 requested $3,970.00 for Smoke detector to be instated in 400 homes.  Cary Bennett moved with second by Keven McDonald to fund the request at $3,450.00.  Sheridan FD’s request to fund ladders and screwdrivers as part of this request was denied.  Lee or Charles to present this grant.
Altus RFD Recd 1/20/2011 requested $2600.00 for (600)smoke detectors and batteries.  Moved by Rachel Nix with a second by Lindsey Williams to fund the full $2600.00 – PASS.  Will ask if Dana could present.
Goshen VFD Recd 2/28/11 requested $800.00 to provide functional smoke detectors and 911 address signs to residences.  After discussion that the county provides 911 address signs to residents, Keven McDonald moved with Second by Lindsey Williams to fund this grant at $500.00 for Smoke Detectors only – PASSED.  Keven to present.
Hermitage VFD Recd 3/18/11 requested $4,078.00 for a Sparky costume, voice modifier, case, shipping.  With limited funding, Keven McDonald moved with a second by Cary Bennett to place this grant on the table until the August 2011 meeting of the AFPC.  PASSED
Bull Sholes VFD Recd 5/13/11 requested $2940.00 for residential Knox-Box program.  After discussion of fire response vs. prevention, Cary Bennett moved and Lindsey Williams second to deny this grant as a response program not a prevention program.  PASSED to deny.
Open for discussions, and questions:
Harrison FD PSA’s were talked about.  Table to August 2011 meeting. 
Charles asked for input for the annual Letter to Governor.  This will be on the agenda for the next meeting work on.
Request that at the next meeting, time be set aside to look into reserving grant money for obtaining Smoke Detectors at a greatly reduced rate and issuing the smoke detectors in place of money for departments wanting to install detectors.
